“Where the normal pathsare ending, begins thereal adventure”
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The journey moves south by road, crossing changing
landscapes from towns and valleys into open desert.

Along the way, we travel by car and spend nights partly in
simple desert camps, set up together with Berber hosts. Days
follow the rhythm of distance and light, while evenings

slow down around fire, food, and wide open space.
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As the route continues south, the
terrain slowly changes. Green

valleys give way to dry plains and
rocky plateaus, leading deeper

toward the Sahara and the desert
town of Merzouga.

Leaving the desert, the journey follows
historic routes north toward Fes. The road
passes oases, old towns, and wide open land,
reflecting centuries of trade, travel, and

cultural exchange.

The journey begins in Marrakesh and climbs into
the Atlas Mountains, crossing high passes and

winding roads. Villages, valleys, and open
mountain landscapes mark the transition from

city life into more remote regions.

In Merzouga, the road meets the edge
of the dunes. Travel slows as

movement shifts from long drives to
time spent in the desert, including

nights in simple camps shaped by
local Berber knowledge and

hospitality.

The journey follows into Fes, one of Morocco’s oldest
cities. After days of movement through mountains
and desert, the arrival brings a contrast of dense

streets, layered history, and traditional urban life.



Along the way, I offer Invetations such as survival skills and environmental
knowledge, but also space for self reflection, presence, and real human

connection. The wilderness becomes a place where strangers turn into a
group, and a group can become a small tribe. Bonds are formed through shared
challenges, honest conversations, laughter by the fire, and moments of quiet

awareness that stay with you long after the journey ends.

At times, I challenge my travel companions to step beyond their
comfort zone. Not for adrenaline , but to gently explore what lies

behind fear. Growth often begins exactly where certainty ends.
Before and during each journey, we take time to check in. What is
your intention for this experience. What do you truly need right

now. And how can what you learn here be carried back into everyday
life, instead of being left behind as a memory.

For me, nature is far more than a destination. It is home.
And these journeys are an invitation to remember that

home, within yourself and in the world around you.

Why you should be part of it ! 
I create journeys that go far beyond simply visiting places. These

trips are about going deeper. Deeper into the landscape, deeper into
shared experience, and deeper into ourselves. We travel with

intention, using nature as both classroom and mirror.
